Proceeds collected at Circle K stations through “Paws for Change” boxes

Hagatna, Guam. February 9, 2012 — With the downturn in our island’s economy, many not-for-profit organizations are
feeling the pinch. Guam Animals In Need (GAIN), an NPO dedicated to the prevention of cruelty to animals, is one such
group that has seen funding reduce over the last few years.

Sablan said that much of the credit must go to island residents who gave from their heart. “It takes an effort from all of us in
our community to make a difference and this money came from donations from regular people who also felt the need to
help this worthy cause.”
